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“THIS IS MY FIRST REVOLUTION. STEAL IT”

“This is My First Revolution, Steal it", a book about the April 2009 events, launched on August 24, 2010
at Libraria din Centru in Chisindu, The book was brought to the public by Maria-Paula Erizanu with the
support of Amnesty International Moldova and ,Cartier” Publishing House. Invitees to this event
participated in a reading-performance in English, French and Romanian directed by Viorel Pahomi, with
Doriana Talmazan, Alina Lipcan, and Andrei Viaducu. Afterwards, speeches of special guests, such as
Veronique North-Minca (ex-prim-secretary at the French Embassy in Moldova, who also translated the
text in French), Constantin Cheianu (famous Moldovan writer) and Alexandru Tanase (the Minister of
Justice) followed.

The Twitter Revolution™ of April 2008 is the principal subject addressed in the book, as well as Moldova
seen through the eyes of an 18-year-old teenager. The book reflects emolions experienced by a young
girl during the last year's April events, from the very beginning till the end, starting with a peaceful protest
and ending with mass disturbances and glanng violations of human rights.

"Whoever orchestrated the revolution, we, youths, assume it and want to see its effects,” says Maria-
Paula Erzanu, the author of the book. "Because our generation has been educated in the spirit of
efficiency. Because we have the feeling of leaving something undone. Because we cannot and do not
wanl to forget, because we do not want to be lied anymore.”

Amnesty International Moldova decided to support this event in arder to stress once again the importance
of engagement of youths and of every citizen in the development of a community where human rights
should be the values shared by the whole society.

“The torture phenamenon is still actual, Even if there is a single case of torture, the situation should be
labelled as grave anyway, since torture should not exist in a society aspiring to be democratic and
European,” mentiones Viorel Barbanoud, Campaigns Coordinator, Amnesty International Moldova,
Nevertheless, we are pleased that young people try to address this issue, through different means, thus
contributing to the struggle for human rights.”

Amnesty International Moldova will continue its support for initiatives of the youth fighting and demanding
respect for human rights, The organization condemns the violence used by law-enforcement bodies in
before, during and after April 2009, which invoked mass violations of human rights accompanied by at
least four deaths and aggravation of the state of health of detainees in police commissariats and country’s
penetentiaries. Not once has Amnesty International Moldova demanded and keeps calling on the
authorities to bring to justice as soon as possible those who used torture against the detained protesters,
as well as identify and prosecute those who are responsible for the deaths of Valeriu Boboce, 1on
Tabuleac, Eugen Tapu, Maxim Canigev.
