We cannot ask to be forgiven for our
support for human rights enshrined in our country’s Constitution and international covenants, to which Moldova
is a party.

Meanwhile, Amnesty International Moldova respects the right of all people to express their position on our
actions in civilized way and in conformity with the legislation in force.
