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» TORTURE STARTS AT SCHOOL?”

(Chisinau)-- Human rights defenders noted multiple cases of abuse against pupils by teachers, under the framework
of the “Courage School” (,Scoala Curajului”), a project jointly implemented by ,Hyde Park” NGO and Amnesty
International Moldova. The organizations referred cases to internal and external institutions that monitor Moldova'’s
implementation of the education system reform.

The “Courage School” aims to involve youngsters in monitoring the respect for child’s rights. Meetings were held in
18 schools and lyceums under the project: children talked about problems they encounter at home or at school. They
discussed various situations in which they think their rights had been violated, for instance, intimidation,
discrimination, violence (including that by teachers), money-pooling, “purchases” of marks, etc.

The discussions were filmed and made public. As a result, the pupils have been put to pressure by some teachers
and principals — that forces children to ask to remove video images in which they appear. Intimidations took place in
almost half of the 18 institutions involved in the project.

“These persecutions are thought to be a norm. Actually, the freedom of expression was made null and void at the
discretion of administrations”, stated Ghenadie Brega, Project Coordinator, ,Hyde Park”.

Lilia Savciuc, Coordinator of the Human Rights Education in schools project, Amnesty International Moldova:
“Besides other things, schools are expected to cultivate general human values, such as justice and equality. That
pupils are sanctioned for talking openly destroys any trust in those concepts. The experience they have now can
haunt them for the rest of their lies, they may never ever dare fight for their rights. Whom are we educating — active
citizens, or conformists and accomplices of violations of their and others’ human rights?”

In his turn, Roman Zadoinov, a lawyer, identified several measures, which, if undertaken, can lead to significant
change in schools in terms of child’s rights:

1. The Government should demonstrate the political will to defend children’s rights.

2. The Government should develop and apply effective means of defence of the minors’ rights. That should
include introduction of criminal liability for violations of the rights of children, and ban on convicts to participate in the
educational process for at least 5 years.

3. Teachers should be better prepared, that should not be limited to their subjects only.

4. Parents and society should monitor the whole educational process in schools.

5. It is important to change periodically (once in 3-4 years) heads of institutions, in order to ensure the circulation
of staff and their equity, equality of chances, and avoid stagnation.

6. One cannot ban the usage of audio/video devices (including mobile phones) in schools, which permits
registering of abuses and aggression.

7. Children should not be muzzled — they should have a real possibility to protest peacefully against abuses.

8. Teachers should be better provided for: decent salaries, housing, social and medical insurance, adequate
pensions, etc.

9. Children should have the right to the freedom of expression. This right also presumes the right not to be

discouraged against speaking, as well as prohibition of any unjustified involvement of adults.
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,TORTURA INCEPE IN SCOALA?"

(Chiginau)-- Apératorii drepturilor omului au Tnregistrat multiple cazuri de abuz fata de elevi din partea profesorilor in
cadrul proiectului ,Scoala Curajului”, implementat de ,Hyde Park” in colaborare cu Amnesty International Moldova.
ONG-urile au sesizat structurile interne si externe care monitorizeaza Republica Moldova la capitolul reformei in
sistemul de Tnvatamant.

~ocoala Curajului” reprezintd un proiect de implicare a tinerilor in activitéti de monitorizare a respectarii drepturilor
copilului. Tn cadrul proiectului au avut loc mai multe intaIniri cu elevi din 18 scoli si licee, unde copiii au vorbit despre
o serie de probleme cu care se confruntd acasa sau la scoald. Copiii au vorbit despre mai multe situatii in care dupa
parerea lor le-au fost incalcate drepturile, cum ar fi intimidarea, discriminarea, violenta inclusiv si din partea
profesorilor, colectarea de bani, ,cumpararea” notelor, etc.

Discutiile au fost filmate si facute publice. Drept urmare elevii respectivi au fost supusi presiunii din partea unor
profesori si conducerii scolilor, si au cerut retragerea de pe site a secventelor in care apar. Intimidarile au avut loc in
aproape jumatate din cele 18 institutii implicate in proiect.

L#Aceste persecutari sunt percepute ca o normalitate. Libertatea de exprimare este practic anulata in unele scoli la
discretia administratiei”, a declarat Ghenadie Brega, Coordonatorul proiectului, Asociatia ,Hyde Park”.

Lilia Savciuc, coordonatorul proiectului Educatie pentru drepturile omului in scoli, Amnesty: ,Pe langa altele, scoala
este menita sa cultive valori general umane, cum ar fi dreptatea si echitatea. Faptul ca elevii sunt pedepsiti pentru ca
au vorbit deschis distruge orice incredere in aceste concepte. Experientele traite de copii acum ii pot marca pentru
toata viata, posibil ca ei nu vor mai avea curajul sa lupte pentru drepturile lor. Pe cine educam noi — cetateni activi
sau conformisti si complici la incalcarea drepturilor lor si al altora?”

La randul sau, avocatul Roman Zadoinov a identificat niste masuri, intreprinderea carora poate duce la schimbarea
semnificativa in scoli la capitolul respectarii drepturilor copiilor:

1. Guvernul trebuie sa manifeste vointa politica pentru apararea drepturilor copiilor.

2. Guvernul trebuie sa elaboreze si sa puna in functiune mijloace efective de aparare a drepturilor minorilor.
Inclusiv sa stabileasca raspundere penala pentru incalcarea drepturilor copiilor si sa interzica persoanelor vinovate
sa participe la procesul educational pe o perioada de cel putin 5 ani.

3. Profesorii trebuie sa fie mai bine pregatiti in domeniul educational si nu numai in domeniul cunoasterii
propriului obiect, ci si in domeniul drepturilor omului.

4. Este nevoie de monitorizare din partea parintilor si societatii civile asupra intregului proces educational in
scoli.

5. Trebuie sa fie asiguratd schimbarea periodica (odata in 3-4 ani) a conducerii scolii, pentru a asigura circulatia
cadrelor, egalitatea de sanse intre profesori si evitarea stagnarii si coruperii.

6. Nu trebuie sa fie interzis copiilor sa foloseasca mijloace de inregistrare in scoala (inclusiv telefoane mobile),
care permit fixarea abuzurilor si agresiunilor.

7. Copiilor nu le poate fi interzis sa vorbeasca liber, ei trebuie sa aiba posibilitatea reala si adecvata la protest
pasnic impotriva abuzurilor.

8. Profesorii trebuie sa fie mai bine asigurati in plan material (salarii corespunzatoare) si pe plan social (loc de
trai, asigurare sociala si medicala adecvate, pensia de varsta decenta, etc.).

9. Copii trebuie sa aiba dreptul la libera exprimare. Acest drept prevede inclusiv dreptul de a nu fi descurajat sa

vorbesti liber si interzice orice amestec nejustificat din partea maturilor.
